Kentuckians struggle to get the help they need.

More than half of people with a mental
health condition in the U.S. did not receive
any treatment in the last year.

Of the 232,000 adults in Kentucky who
did not receive needed mental health care,
40.9% did not because of cost.

6.4% of people in the state are uninsured.

Kentuckians are over 3x more likely
to be forced out-of-network for mental
health care than for primary health care —
making it more difficult to find care and less
affordable due to higher out-of-pocket costs.

3,204,335 people in Kentucky live in a community that
does not have enough mental health professionals.
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An inadequate mental health system affects individuals, families and communities.
